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Grass Clippings - Notes from the Neighborhood Beautification Committee

Re-establish old, declining lawn

Many older, thinning, declining lawns need to be reestablished. Sometimes we waste

g time and money attempting to rejuvenate an older, thinning, weedy lawn when the
L= best solution is to start over. There are many factors that result in a once nice lawn

‘ f deteriorating. In most cases a complex of these factors versus an individual cause is

((//{)' involved.

Common causes for lawn decline:

Soil compaction — Mowing equipment, vehicles and foot traffic (from adults, children and pets) all
result in the soil becoming compacted within a lawn. Compacted soil results in less water and oxygen
getting to the lawn roots and less than favorable growing conditions for the roots.

Nutrient imbalances — Routine fertilization can result in some fertilizer elements building up to
excessive levels while other elements may be lacking. It's common to find high levels of phosphorus
in older lawns. Phosphorus does not leach readily even in our sandy soils. Other elements such as
potassium leach readily. Over time, we’ll end up with too much of some nutrients and too little of
others, which contribute to growth difficulties and possible decline in our lawns.

Tree competition — Trees and larger shrubs can compete with a lawn. I'll hear

statements such as, “ten years ago, | could grow grass to the truck of my tree.” That was ten years
ago. The tree is now ten years bigger. Its demand for water and nutrients has increased, its root area
is extensive and it is producing more shade. Lawngrasses usually thin significantly in association with
older, large trees and shrubs.

Root pests — Over a period of years root pests’ numbers slowly build to damaging levels. This
includes various types of nematodes (microscopic roundworms) for which we have no legal chemical
controls in Florida lawns. It includes some soil inhabiting fungi such as Gaeumannomyces for which
we have no good chemical controls after the disease symptoms are observed. It may include ground
pearls (a scale insect found in soil) for which we have no chemical control options.

Improper lawn maintenance practices — This includes improper mowing height or frequency,
excessive or insufficient fertilization, irrigation and pest control regimes.

When you reach the point where there is less than sixty percent desirable cover, reestablishment
should be considered. In the process of starting over, you should decide where you need lawngrass
and consider other options in areas where grass may not be needed or where grass does not grow
well. Also attempt to determine why the lawn declined and correct mismanagement practices if they
were a contributing factor in the lawn’s demise.
