If barking dogs
continue to be an issue, you may call the Animal Service Center at 891-2950 during the day
and after hours, calls may be placed to the Tallahassee Police Department at 891-4200.

Another issue that is coming up has been the number of cars parking on lawns. This takes
away from the beauty of our neighborhood and causes damage to the grass. This will be one
of the issues the Association will be focusing on in the coming year. When possible, please
be respectful of the property and park on the street.

IN OUR BACKYARD This month's spotlight is on the Lake Jackson Mounds
Archaeological State Park. According to their website “More than eight centuries ago, Native
Americans inhabited the area around Lake Jackson, just north of Tallahassee. The park site
was part of what is now known as the Southeastern Ceremonial Complex. Today the park
encompasses four earthen temple mounds, with two available for viewing by the public. The
village at the base of these mounds was a cultural, religious and population center in 1100-
1200 AD. Our trails offer visitors a chance to hike within the park. The interpretive trail passes
remnants of Florida’s Territorial Period and early statehood (1825-1860) when the land was
part of a large plantation owned by Colonel Robert Butler. The remains of an 1800s grist mill
may be seen along the trail. Picnic tables are located within view of the two largest mounds.
A pavilion is available for family gatherings and other special occasions.”  For more
information and park hours, be sure to visit their website at
http://www.floridastateparks.org/lakejackson.

Be wary of anyone coming door to door asking for work
or donations.

We still continue to have issues with noise late at night. Keep calling those in and we will follow up
with letters and if needed, visits from the Tallahassee Police Department. Again, this is a good
neighbor issue. Please be respectful of your neighbors and keep your noise to a minimum after
hours.
